The inspection was thorough, covering all aspects of the school, and included interviews 

with all stakeholders: parents selected by the PA, teachers, students, and support staff. 

This programme is the first of its kind among independent schools in Zimbabwe, where 

participating schools are regularly visited and assessed to ensure that standards are main-

tained, and any weaknesses within the school systems are addressed.
